One of the other significant General Assembly actions taken this session was the vote on this year’s
budget. | am pleased to report that | joined 12 of my colleagues in the House in voting against the state’s
new operating budget. The $3.3 billion spending plan is nearly $214 million higher than the one it replaces -
an increase of about 6.5%. | voted against the budget because | believe there were not enough cuts in
spending. If families have to live within their means, why shouldn’t the state of Delaware be required to do
the same? That is also why | co-sponsored legislation this session that would require a three-fifths majority
(60%) vote to pass a budget in the event the state’s operating budget exceeded the rate of inflation. The
legislation, which was the first leg of a Constitutional Amendment, never made it out of the House
Administration Committee.

BILLS AIMED AT IMPROVING SYSTEM FAILURES IN LIGHT OF THE EARL
BRADLEY CHILD ABUSE CASE ARE NOW LAW

Nine bills motivated by the victimization of more than 100 children by accused pedophile and former

Lewes pediatrician Earl Bradley are now law in Delaware.

In a somber ceremony on the east steps of Legislative Hall, Governor Markell signed the measures
into law in the company of Attorney General Beau Biden, as well as dozens of state legislators, including

Rep. Briggs King, police officers and state agency officials.

Resulting from two separate probes into why
the alleged sexual assaults did not come to the attention
of authorities sooner, the bills are intended to correct
failures in state laws and procedures.

Rep. Briggs King, whose district is home to many
of the victims and their families among her constituents,
was part of a broad, bipartisan coalition that quickly
passed the bills through the legislature. “We cannot
undo the horrible crimes that have been committed, but
| believe these bills are a good start to fixing what went
wrong with the system as a result of this case,” Rep.
Briggs King said.

She also stated, “I believe these bills are among

STARTING IN JANUARY, IT’LL BE AGAINST THE LAW TO USE A HAND-HELD

CELL PHONE WHILE DRIVING

Rep. Briggs King participated in
the recent bill signing of legislation (House
Substitute 1 for House Bill 229) banning
the use of all hand-held cell phones while
driving. The new law takes effect in January.

At the signing ceremony at the AAA
Mid-Atlantic headquarters in Wilmington,
Governor Markell also signed a companion
bill, sponsored by Rep. Briggs King’s. House
Bill 494 excludes amateur radio operators
from the cell phone ban. Another companion
bill (HB 493), also signed into law, exempts
the use of mobile two-way radios for
government and business use from the
new prohibition.

Last year, the National Safety Council
(NSC) called for motorists to stop using cell
phones and messaging devices while driving.
The NSC noted that some studies show
talking on a cell phone puts drivers at a four
times greater risk of a crash.




REP. BRIGGS KING HELPS UNVEIL HOUSE SMALL BUSINESS CAUCUS AGENDA

ATTRACTING JOBS TO THE FIRST STATE

The Business Finders’ Fee (“BFF”) bill provides a
$1,000 annual tax credit to be shared between a sponsor
Delaware firm and a new business firm for each new
employee their effort brings to the state, with the tax credit
available for three years.

REP. BRIGGS KING ENDURES SOME LIGHT TEASING IN THE HOUSE WHEN

DEBATING HER FIRST BILL
Rep. Briggs King’s colleagues in the House had a

little fun with her this past session when she debated her
first bill.

House Bill 437 will allow active duty U.S. military
personnel to get a Delaware hunting, trapping or
fishing license for the same cost as a state resident.
The bill awaits the Governor’s signature.

As part of a long tradition in the House, freshmen
legislators, when debating their first piece of legislation
before the chamber, endure some light teasing from
fellow legislators. It's all in good fun and the mini-hazing
session generally lasts only a few moments.




MORE NEWS FROM “THE HALL”
Other Important Bills Sponsored by Rep. Briggs King

- Rep. Briggs King sponsored legislation that is intended to help Delaware’s
micro-breweries, like Dogfish Head in Milton, by permitting the sale of beer made on the premises for
consumption at the site. Such “on premises sales” are already permitted for farm wineries. The bill,
which has been signed into law, also changes the definition of micro-brewery to include facilities
manufacturing up to two million barrels annually, mirroring federal law. It's hoped the change could
make Delaware a more attractive venue in which to operate larger micro-breweries.

DELAWARE HEALTH FREEDOM ACT - This session, Rep. Briggs King sponsored House Bill 353,
also known as the Delaware Health Freedom Act, specifying that Delawareans are free to choose, or
decline to choose, all healthcare services, without penalty or threat of penalty. The bill further directs
the state attorney general to enforce the provisions of the act and defend the state of Delaware against
challenges to the law.

Supporters note the bill was an attempt to preserve Delawareans’ freedom of choice in matters of
healthcare as well as defend Delaware’s “state rights” to govern its own citizens. At least 38 states
have filed or pre-filed similar legislation, including the neighboring states of Pennsylvania, New Jersey
and Maryland. Three states have already enacted laws (Virginia, Idaho and Arizona) and three states
have placed constitutional amendments on the ballot. Despite having approximately 3,000 citizens
sign a petition in support of the bill, the legislation remained in a House committee at the end of the
legislative session in June.

BOAT TRAILER CONNECTOR ROAD - A resolution, sponsored by Rep. Briggs King, was passed
by the House, requesting that the Department of Transportation assess the feasibility of creating a
connector road between the southbound lanes of Delaware 1 (near the Nassau Overpass) to New
Road to facilitate access for motor vehicles towing boat trailers. DelDOT is to issue a report back to
the legislature by January 31, 2011.
